 “safety area” or “live area”. 

Cyan Dotted Lines show the “Bleed Area”. 

Black Lines at the corner show the “Trim”
and “Bleed” dimensions.

Black Vertical Lines above and below the 
spine.
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Please do not reposition the contents or resize the document. 
It is normal to have blank, white areas around your cover.

NOTE: Cyan and Magenta dotted lines should not be visible on the uploaded file.

Edge of Board

Bleed Perimeter

Black horizontal and vertical lines at the corners are “Trim Marks” and “Bleed Marks”. 
The two that do not touch are the edge of the hard bound book (trim marks/edge of board). 
The space between the two that do touch and the two that do not touch show the Bleed area. 
Any background color, pattern, gradient or image that you wish to extend to the edge of your printed book 
should extend into this area.

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STEP 3: The Binding Process

Finally, the interior and the cover are glued together with the use of ‘end sheets’. 
The end sheets glue to the inside boards of the front and back covers.  (Photo A)

We now have a completed Case Laminate book. (Photo B)

Hopefully, this leads to a better understanding of how a Case Laminate book is 
constructed and expands your understanding of the specifi cations of the Lightning 
Source®  cover template.

A case laminate cover consists of four elements.
 • A printed piece of paper stock (your cover design)
  • A cardboard backer for the front cover.
  • A cardboard backer for the spine.
  • A cardboard backer for the back cover cover.
